Sunday of the Word of God: On Sunday 25 January 2026, 
the Church celebrates the Sunday of the Word of God, with the 
theme “The word of Christ dwells among you” (Col 3:16). 
For nearly sixty years the Church has encouraged the active 
participation in liturgical ministry by lay people, and with the 
issuing of the Apostolic Letter Aperuit Illis (2019) by Pope 
Francis, ‘the importance of the ministry of the proclamation of 
the Word in the liturgy’ (N.3) is recognised afresh, and he puts 
forward a number of ways that this is to be achieved. Like, The 
Rite of Enthronement of the Word of God during Mass, 
Renewal of Ministers of the Word, and Blessing of Personal 
and Family Bibles. Therefore, next Sunday, we shall follow 
these ceremonies during Mass. May I request everyone to 
bring your personal or family Bibles to the Church for the 
special blessing, and all the Readers of the Word to be present 
for the Renewal of their vows.
